Kuznetsky Most

Kuznetsky Most is one of the oldest streets of Moscow. It is located in the very center of the city and has
always been a street with the most 13 shops in the capital. Many of those shops belonged to
French families and had French names. This was the reason why the street survived the Fire of Moscow in
1812 — Napoleon’s army 14 the shops of their compatriots. Today, the name of the street,
which can be translated into English as Smiths’ Bridge, may sound 15 to those who do not know
its history because there is no real bridge anywhere close to it, nor is there any river or lake nearby where a
bridge might be 16 . But in reality the river exists. It is 17 the Neglinka and it flows

under the ground in canals that were created for it in the early 19th century. When the river was 18
under the ground in 1819 and the bridge was turned into a road, many people found it funny that
the street preserved its name.
